Key achievements to date

Areas for further improvement and baseline evidence of need:

The daily mile takes place at the start of each day for all children in KS1 and 2. Parents have had the
opportunity to join in some of these sessions.

The children in KS2 have all taken part in sports events outside of school. All children have taken part in
extra curricular enrichment activities including archery, table tennis and Lacrosse.

PE equipment for lunchbreaks is now safely stored and accessible by the children. All children have taken
part in enrichment activities, involving racket skills, to increase their knowledge of different sports they
can confidently participate in.

All children have had the opportunity to learn to swim or develop water confidence. All children in school
were offered the opportunity to use the swimming pool in the summer term. All children from Y1 to Y6
were given up to eight hours of swimming.

Behaviour at breaktimes has been
variable, due to the quality of teaching
from the coaches, leading to significant
staff changes.
